It also has the distinction of being a trading hub
between Russia and China. Then, head for Mammoth Park
to view their intricate carving of Mammoths followed by the
Sino-Russia Gold Street, where you can experience authentic
Russian culture, featuring beautiful crafts and Russian delicacies.

ns ANZHOULI / HAILAR / HULUNBEIER GRASSLAND (/1./D)

Visit the Sino-Russian Border Crossing, located approximately
okm west of the Manzhouli City Center. Standing on top of
the crossing gates, you can see the Russian side of the border,
as well as catch a panoramic view of the bustling trade center.
Heading onward, we visit the Russian Matryoshka Doll Plaza.

While there, you will be greeted with
a traditional Mongolian welcome ceremony, and get a taste of
Xiama Wine.
